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Tormented Husband needs furniture SOLD---please help! As low as - $150

Hello, 

We are selling our livingroom set. Why? Because I made the fatal mistake of letting my wife change out the carpet in our whole house. Now, it seems, we need to change our furniture too after just having had to RE-PAINT all the rooms!! (I've been had, but heck, she deserves it.) 

I'll get to the details about the couch and chairs in just a moment but first, 
A PUBLIC SERVICE ANNOUNCEMENT TO ALL THE UNWARY HUSBANDS (and BOYFRIENDS) OUT THERE:
